This site is primarily dry-farmed, which re-
duces both vigor and crop yields, and results in small,
flavor-packed berries.

FOOD PAIRING Complex and beautifully structured, this Cabernet

pairs well with filet mignon, prime rib or rack of lamb.

TASTING NOTES  Savory and pleasantly balanced, opening with dark
fruit and white floral notes that give way to a palate
filled with jam, preserves and a kiss of vanilla. Savory
cooked tomato and boysenberry grip nicely on the

mid-palate and carry through to the long lush, finish.
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
